(DNS)  

  

About 40 farmers of a La Via Campesina member organization (Serikat Petani Indonesia) from Jambi
province protested in front of the Germany Embassy on October 16 against the negative impacts of a
Debt Nature Swap (DNS), signed in 2007 between the German Government and Indonesian
authorities. The objective of the agreement to protect tropical forests in Sumatra led in practice to the
eviction, burning of houses and arresting of farmers who have lived long in the area.
